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1 Meeting Conduct  

1.1 Apologies  

All members were present. 
 

1.2 Public Forum  

A period of up to 30 minutes was set aside for the public to raise matters falling within the 
terms of reference of the meeting. 
 

1.2.1 Community Grant  
Pj Drijfhout on behalf of the Tairua Elim Community Church Trust, expressed her thanks to 
the Community Board for the community grant given in support of the Light Party held on 31 
October 2014.  It was a great success and was attended by a large number of people from 
the community. 
 

1.2.2  
Karl Gregory introduced himself to the Community Board members as a new resident to the 
area and noted that he was settling in to the community in Tairua. 
 

1.2.3 Resource consent  
Dhyana Muir expressed her concern with regard to the planning issues she has encountered 
with regard to the resource consent for her business to operate in Tairua.  She believed that 
Council was not being helpful in resolving these planning issues. 
An offer by the Mayor to meet with Dhyana later this week to work through the planning 
issues with regard to this resource consent had been made prior to this meeting. 
 

1.2.4 Freedom Camping  Bylaw  
Kerry Brew, a non-resident ratepayer of Waterways Parade expressed his concern with the 
Freedom Camping Bylaw and the designation of car parks in Waterways Parade.  He noted 
the following issues: 

¶ Felt that he was disadvantaged by the process followed for reviewing the Freedom 
Camping bylaw. 

¶ Was not happy with the designation of the car park sites at Waterways Parade and felt 
that due to the size of the carpark it could only accommodate 6m long vehicles.   

¶ Did not want more than two of the car parks designated for freedom camping in this area 
and that these should be the two closest to the toilet block.  

¶ Would also like to see the summer time restriction back in the bylaw. 

¶ Any brochures referring to designated areas should not refer to the Waterways site.   

¶ Would like to see a sign at the roundabout advising that not all campervans could utilise 
the Waterways car parks due to their size.   

¶ Would also like some certainty that the number of car parks would not be increased over 
time as there was no consultation process in the bylaw for limiting the number of car 
parks.  

¶ Was very concerned but would like to work with Council to resolve his issues. 
 
It was noted that the pulling of summer timeframes from the bylaw came from the Council for 
uniformity across the district.  
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1.2.5 Various  
The Mayor was invited to speak to the meeting and noted the following key points: 

¶ He had met with representatives of Ngati Hei in regard to WW1 memorial sites for tree 
planting. 

¶ A public meeting was to be held in Hahei on the 29th November on the Coromandel Great 
Walk. 

¶ This Council would address the rating issues with the Eastern Seaboard wastewater 
plants with regard to development contributions and explained to the Community Board 
members how the blowout was caused. 

¶ He respected how the Tairua-Pauanui Community Board just got on and did their job 
noting that there were always going to be some problems along the way.  He thanked the 
members for their efforts during the year.

2.2 Freedom Camping Bylaw 2014 - Designated Areas  

The Community Board were asked to determine the location and size of designated areas 
within all restricted areas in the Freedom Camping Bylaw 2014, in the Tairua-Pauanui 
Community Board area. 
 

Key Discussion Points  
¶ Christine Tye tabled Attachment B to her report that described and mapped 

draft designated areas. This was used in discussion. 

¶ The restricted areas and designations could draw attention to these sites for 
freedom camping, but this was not the intention of restricting the areas under 
the bylaw. 

¶ It was noted that under the Freedom Camping Act, freedom camping is 
permitted across the district in local authority areas except in prohibited and 
restricted areas. 

¶ The Council's bylaw has a district-wide restriction that only certified self-
contained freedom camping is permitted.  

¶ Waterways Parade:  The designated sites should be closest to the toilet 
block.  The Board were advised that they could designate an area big enough 
for one vehicle rather than two if they felt this was the best option. It was 
discussed whether it was feasible to remove the trees between the car parks 
and have this as the designated area, but this would not be very consistent 
with the purpose of protecting the area. If there are issues with the designated 
area then the Board can revisit this. If considered necessary the Board could 
potentially prohibit the area through a future review.  

¶ Tui Terrace:  The Bylaws Compliance Officers noted that the existing 
designated area worked well.  The Board had concerns regarding safety 
issues with the large number of vehicles using this area over holiday 
periods.  The existing designated sites are to be monitored and if there are 
any concerns this can be revisited.  It was considered that if the Bylaw 
Compliance Officers believed that the existing area used for freedom camping 
worked well then it should remain in the same location.  
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Resolved 

That the Tairua-Pauanui Community Board: 

1. Received the report.  
2. Determined that the designated areas within the restricted areas described in the table 

below followed by area maps, shall be designated for freedom camping in accordance 
with the Freedom Camping Bylaw 2014.

¶ Size: 15m starting on the right of the parking area 

entrance and heading east. 
¶ Reason - The designation protects access to the 

rest of the area for other users and is off the 
beach in a formed parking area. 

South End Reserves, Pauanui 

Formed car park on south side, 
51 Pauanui Beach Road 

FC_2014_088 ¶ Location - South end of the grassed eastern loop 
close to the trees. 

¶ Size - 12m starting at the eastern edge of the 
grassed eastern loop and heading west.  

¶ Reason - The designation protects access to the 
rest of the reserve for other users. 

Tui Terrace and Wharf Road, 
Tairua 

FC_2014_089 ¶ Location: North-east boundary, 2 car park spaces 
at the northern corner.  

¶ Size: 2 car park spaces, 8m wide.  
¶ Reason - The designation protects access to the 

rest of the area for other users. 

Waitoko Stream Esplanade 
(Grahams Creek), Tairua 

Corner of Ocean Beach Road 
and Manaia Road Causeway 

FC_2014_090 ¶ Location: South-east end, reserve area directly off 
Ocean Beach Road. 

¶ Size: Directly opposite 174 and 176 Ocean Beach 
Road, 38m north-west to south-east, 27m south-
west to north-east. 

¶ Reason - The reserve area is currently used for 
various parking purposes and has a dump station; 
the reserve is not a high use area for other 
purposes; the designation protects the sensitive 
marsh environment. 

25 Paku Drive, Tairua 

Formed car parks opposite 
Tairua Surf Lifesaving Club 

FC_2014_091 ¶ Location: South end of the formed car park. 
¶ Size: 20m starting at the south end of the formed 

car park heading north.  
¶ Reason - The designation protects access to the 

rest of the car park for other users. The area has 
been designated for freedom camping previously 
with no major issues identified.
